The stress triggered by the pandemic, as well as the notion of social insecurity
are nowadays omnipresent.

In this unprecedented landscape, charity institutions, the Greek diaspora, enterprises, as
well as ordinary citizens have rose to the occasion by contributing to the country’s effort to
intercept the health crisis, teaching us once more that empathy and the understanding of
everyone's social responsibility can create a strong social shield of protection.

The ancient Greek expression “To do well the work in hand” belongs to Pittacus of Mytilene
one of the 7 ancient Greek philosophers. In a loose translation it means that you need to do
the best you can in the present. We deliver this edition knowing that in 2020 we surmount-
ed all uncertainties giving it our best.

Health

The dramatic experience of the pandemic
put the public health sector in the frontline
of national policy, at the same time shap-
ing new alliances and synergies with the
private sector. From all corporate branches
within the economy up to charity organi-
zations, as well as ordinary civilians, the re-
sponse that came-in, in form of donations
to public hospitals was enormous, shifting
the imminent need for the upgrade of the
public health measures to the center of the
government agenda.

The Antonios and loannis Angelicoussis
Foundation worked closely with the 2nd
Health District of Attica by focusing on the
strengthening of the Covid-19 reference
Hospitals, while at the same time contrib-
uting to the efforts of the health authorities
through the reinforcement of the readiness
of the Public Health System in form of fund-
ing and donations of medical equipment.

One of our key areas of focus are social devel-
opments. The Foundation is supporting the social
work of Municipalities and other public services
to carry out charity programs whilst also taking
care of their immediate operational needs.

The Hellenic Coast Guard, Liaison Service - Res-
quers: The Foundation proceeded to donate a
RAFNAR type patrol vessel to the Hellenic Coast
Guard. It is a state of the art vessel that aims to
enhance the patrol capabilities of the Greek Coast
Guard and contribute to the security of the coun-
try’s maritime borders. It was placed at the base of
the port of Megisti located on the remote island
of Kastelorizo.

A few months later the Foundation assumed the
total cost of dry docking, repair and maintenance
of the open sea vessel of the Coast Guard “AGIOS
EUSTRATIOS”, as well as the cost of repair and
re-activation of the HC-32 helicopter. The above
mentioned donation is expected to contribute
decisively to the increase of the operational capa-
bilities of floating and air resources of the Hellenic
Coast Guard.

The crisis triggered by the pandemic has
subjected Greek Schools to the absolute
domination of online teaching and the dig-
ital era. This shift was not an easy one, as
many low-income households were lacking
the means to afford the required technolog-
ical equipment necessary for gaining access
to online schooling on the one hand, while a
large number of Greek teachers and profes-
sors had never acquainted themselves with
this form of distant online teaching prior to
the health crisis, on the other. The Founda-
tion responded speedily to the immediate
requests for the purchase of technological
and educational material in schools that
were lacking of the same.
