Coeurs pour Tous Hellas, with a central
message of “Hearts for All", was
founded in 2015 by the heart surgeon,
Professor Auxentios Kalagos, for the
children of Greece with congenital
heart disease, and for the young
patients of financially weak families.
In our country, annually between
800 and 1,000 children are born with
heart disease, of which a third, mostly
newborns, require immediate cardiac
surgery. 35% of children in Greece
are uninsured. For children with heart
disease, Coeurs pour Tous Hellas
philanthropically  undertakes the
financing in hospitals of their required
operations, medical examinations,
interventional cardiology.

In 2022, the Foundation financially
covered the tissue graft needed to
immediately operate on 14-month-
old Lucia, who was diagnosed with
Tetralogy of Fallot.

Infrastructure upgrades — contribution to the
modernization of the Public Health System.

In accordance with the report entitled “The State
of Health within the EU, Greece — Health Profile
2021" Greece is the second country in the EU with
unmet health needs: specifically, 8.1% of men
and women declared unmet health needs due to
cost, geographical distance and waiting time. It
is noted that the European average is only 1.7%.

The upgrading of hospital health services was
and is a strategic priority of the Antonios and
loannis Angelicoussis Foundation.

According to the World Health Organization (WHO),
mental health is part of a person’s broader health and
together with physical (body) health and social health
(public behaviour), constitutes the positive definition
of health. Mental health therefore implies much more
than the occurrence of a mental disorder. The research
findings (ELSTAT 2021) are worrying for Greece, as the
area of the National Health System that deals with
mental health has not been strengthened in the last two
years. The operation of counseling centers within schools,
municipalities and regions is positive, but it still deviates
significantly from the reforms of other countries within
the European Union
